Associate Professor of
Geology at Ashland University, will give a
presentation on the Cullison Protohistoric Village Site
located near the present village of Warsaw. It was
occupied by Native Americans between A.D. 1610 and
1660. Dr. Brush conducted an archaeological
fieldschool at this site in the summer of 1995 with

Mad About hats

Humans have covered their heads with everything
from palm leaves to feathers. The Golden Gallery
features some of the more modern renditions of this
ancient device, offering a variety of both composition
and style in our 2010 exhibit Mad About Hats.

Aside from the early function
of protection, men traditionally
displayed headgear as a form of
status. It was not until the Middle
Ages when the church decreed |
that a woman’s head be covered,
that women’s hats became [®
widespread. In the 1700s, Milan, §
Italy, gained a reputation for its
quality hats made of the finest
straws. From this distinction, the
term milliner arose. In keeping
with this custom, some of the
earlier headgear displayed—although not from Milan—
are bonnets fashioned from straw.

Of course straw was not the exclusive medium. Also
displayed are head coverings made from fabric, fur and
hide. Top hats of felted beaver hide were the rage in
the 18" and 19" century—so much so that the Hudson
Bay Fur Company exported beaver fur for nearly
600,000 hats in one year alone.

Imaginative milliners and hat makers worldwide
adorned their creations with ribbons, flowers, plumes,
even entire birds! One of the chapeaux exhibited
displays the latter. Interestingly, so many birds were
plundered for their plumage that it provoked the
establishment of the American Audubon Society to

protect various threatened species. Coshocton’s past
love affair with hats in all their glory is represented by
mementos from two establishments of that elegant
era—a hat box from Coshocton Hat and Dress Shop on
Main, and wrapping paper advertising Mrs. George
Lorenz’ Millinery on Second.

In the
21% century, women’s hats are rarely worn except as
costume. There may be a subtle campaign for a hat
comeback once folks have seen these marvelous head
coverings and their surprising diversity.

/ ‘ (A.D. 1650-1700), Iroquois warriors
from the area of present-day New York
State made frequent raids on the Ohio Country and
eventually drove most of the indigenous population
from their homes. A petroglyph found at the Cullison
Site may depict one of these Iroquois warriors.
